2. Members have approached Organizers stating they will bring participants to an event if they

     are placed on the panel.

NO 4: A Judge must not contact organizers and promise to bring students to a competition in exchange for a position on the Adjudicating Panel, or, a position on the Adjudicating Panel for a person working in his/her studio.

“Impartiality”

NO 2: A Judge should strive to ensure that his/her conduct, both in and out of the ballroom, maintains and enhances confidence in his/her fairness.

3.  Complaints have been received about solicitation of students, including minors by CDF members, studio members or parents of students.
